* To those scheduled at eight o’clock mass as “Server & Intercessor” please note that in the event there is no deacon you will be expected to administer the chalice.
Please note, that at both the eight o’clock and ten-thirty masses the deacon is simply noted as “Deacon” and not the individual deacon filling the place on the schedule.




GENERAL NOTES

ALTAR GUILD

The Team scheduled for a given Sunday begins their
week of service on the Saturday prior to a given Sunday and
are responsible for setting up the altar for that Sunday.

During the week that a team serves it is responsible
for any baptisms, confirmations, weddings or funerals that may
occur during that week.

The liturgical color of any given Sunday is listed on the
front page of this schedule in the last column.

LECTORS

At the 8 o’clock mass the lectors are responsible for
reading the Old Testament lesson, leading the Psalm and
reading the Epistle.

At the 10:30 mass one lector is assigned to read the
Old Testament lesson and another is assigned to the Epistle.
The Psalm is sung in Anglican Chant and is lead by the Choir
and the Organist/Choirmaster.

At both the 8 and 10:30 masses the lectors do not
vest (unless they are also serving as an LEM, Acolyte or in the
Choir) and remain in the congregation until it is time for them
to read the appointed lesson(s).

Lectors should arrive on Sunday at least 20 minutes
before the mass times to ensure that there is time for them to
check the lectern Bible and make sure the appropriate lessons
are marked.

EUCHARISTIC MINISTERS (EM)

Eucharistic ministers (chalice bearers) should arrive
no later than 20 minutes before the beginning of the mass so
that they may have time to vest and to receive any pertinent
instructions from the clergy (Mother Lynn, Mother Elise or
Deacon Douglas). EMs shall vest at both services and shall be
seated in the chancel.

At the 8 o’clock mass the Deacon (when present) shall
serve as the EM and the lay person scheduled shall serve as
the intercessor and acolyte (unless another individual is
scheduled as acolyte).

At the 10:30 mass one EM shall lead the intercessions
and the other EM shall be responsible for the chalice only. The
Deacon (when present) shall be responsible for the second
chalice. The 'chalice only’ EM will most likely be needed to
assist at the altar as the 2nd Server (ie. carry the gospel book
in procession at the reading of the Gospel, give the offering
plates to the ushers at the offertory and receive them at the
time of the presentation of the offering.)

ACOLYTES & THURIFER

The acolyte(s) and the thurifer should arrive for mass
no later than one half hour (30 minutes) before the beginning
of the mass. The thurifer is responsible for getting the
charcoal lighted in the censor (thurible) so that it may be ready
for use.

The 1st server is responsible for seeing that all of the
candles are lighted in the chancel (ie. the altar, retable, and
pavement lights by the lectern-including seasonal lights, such
as the Advent Wreath or the Paschal Candle) no later than ten
(10) minutes before the beginning of the service

All persons serving as 1st Server at both the 8 o’clock
and 10:30 masses, please follow the directions for the ringing
of the ‘sanctus bells’ which are found in the worship notebooks
provided at both services.

CONCERNING SEATING IN THE CHANCEL

There are six chairs in the sanctuary (altar area) of the
church.

At the eight o’'clock mass the celebrant will be seated
on the gospel (left) side of the sanctuary with the deacon
seated next to her/him. The 1st server will be seated on the
epistle (right) side.

At the 10:30 mass the celebrant will be seated on the
gospel (left) side of the chancel along with the deacon and
torch bearer (if scheduled). The 1st server, torch bearer (if
scheduled) and eucharistic minister will be seated on the
epistle (right) side.

The thurifer will be seated on the gospel side against
the wall in the choir. The choir will be seated in the choir chairs
as instructed by the organist-choirmaster.
